Qualification period: Start: 1% January 2014

End: 15 July 2015

Seniors

Any person from the year in which they reach their 18" birthday is
allowed to take part in all Senior Reining Events (CRIs, CRIOs and
FEI Championships) either as an individual or as a member of a
team.

Minimum qualification criteria:

To be eligible to compete either as a member of a team or as an
individual at the 2015 FEI European Reining Championships, an
athlete must achieve a minimum score of 68 at three two different
CRI3* (Art. 302.5.1).

A Certificate of Capability is required from NFs for all entered
athletes based on results at CRIs and CRIOs.

An NF may send four Athletes and four Horses plus up to two
Individual Athletes and Horses.

Individuals:

An NF that is not able to send a team may send up to two individual
Athletes and two Horses who have achieved the minimum
qualification criteria as stated above.




Horses must be minimum 7 years of age.

REMINDER

All Riders & Horses participating in any International competition
must be registered with the FEI.

See General Regulations, 23rd Edition Art. 113.3:

“Any Athlete and/or any Horse who is not registered with the FEI
shall be automatically disqualified”.
